5. Smokin’ Bros Barbecue — Hotel & Restaurant (City) Liquor License — Brantley, Gavan & Les Maitland.

¢ Staff Report — Clerk Winter reported that all requirements of the applicant have been met, petitions were completed
with 132 residential addresses petitioned; 126 in favor, five oppose and one underage signature, twenty-three business
addresses were petitioned; twenty-three were in favor. All requirements have been met; recommendation to the board
is to approve Smokin’ Bros Barbecue Liquor License.

Les Maitland approached the board and discussed the history of Smokin’ Bros Barbecue and stated that they are a family
restaurant and priority is the food, not being a bar. A board member asked what type of liquor license, which Les Maitland
answered as Beer, Wine, and Spirits. Mayor Moser opened the floor for public comment, having none, the floor was closed at
7:12 p.m. Motion made by Trustee Winter, seconded by Trustee Gentry to approve the Hotel & Restaurant (City) Liquor
License for Smokin’ Bros Barbecue. Motion carried 5-0.
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NEW BUSINESS

6. “Jake Brake” Usage within Town Limits — Sergeant Rundle stated that this findings report, with an ordinance, is to ban the
use of engine compression braking device or a dynamic braking device commonly referred to as a Jake Brake. Attorney
Rocklin added that there are only two circumstances when the Jake Brake can be used within the town limits; incase of an
emergency and when using an emergency vehicle. This ordinance will bring clarity to the municipal code and staff
recommends approval. Board inquired about the cost of the fine; $500 per offense and can be issued a summons per officer’s
discretion.

* Ordinance No. 631 — Amending Section IV of Chapter X of the Eaton Municipal Code to Include Section 10-4-14
Concerning Motor Vehicle Braking

Motion made by Trustee Ledall, seconded by Trustee Winter to approve Ordinance No. 631, Amending Section IV of Chapter
X of the Eaton Municipal Code to Include Section 10-4-14 Concerning Motor Vehicle Braking. Motion carried 5-0.

7.25 Ash Ave Variance Extension Request — Baseline Corporation, Lauren Richardson stated that the applicant is requesting a
six-month extension of the Variance Resolution No. 2022-04 which will expire February 17, 2023. The extension will push the
Variance Expiration date 180 days forward to August 16, 2023. This request is based on Town staff not completing a process
for the dedication of water regulations for this type of use, which is required to final the design plans of turning a single-family
dwelling into four multifamily units. Staff recommends approving this six-month extension request to the approved Variance
Resolution No. 2022-04. The applicant, Tyson Thompson then addressed the board and reiterated that he is waiting on the
water requirements to move forward. Motion made by Trustee Gentry, seconded by Trustee Winter to approve Tyson and
Laura Thompson’s request for an extension of time to construct the improvements authorized by Resolution No. 2022-04, a
resolution approving a variance for property located at 25 Ash Avenue, and to amend Condition 2 set forth in Section 3 of the
Resolution to provide that commencement of the construction of the improvements shall occur on or before August 16, 2023.
Motion carried 5-0.

Trustee Ledall recused himself from item 8. Concerning the Cemetery.

8. Cemetery Memo — Attorney Rocklin stated that this Ordinance No. 632 for the Cemetery is to update the code since the last
ordinance adopted was in 1978 and revised to reflect new policies and procedures. The ordinance redefines a burial space to
include the garden space of the Cremation Garden and niche located within the Columbarium, delegates authority from the
board to Town Administrator and Town staff including the Town Clerk and Cemetery Sexton, designates the allocation of
cemetery funds and acknowledges the Cemetery Perpetual Care Fund, directs cemetery fees to the Town Fee Schedule and sets
forth conduct that is prohibited in the cemetery so that such conduct may be enforced in municipal court.

¢ Ordinance No. 632 — Repealing and Readopting Section V of Chapter XIV of the Eaton Municipal Code Concerning
the Eaton Cemetery

Motion made by Trustee Griffith, seconded by Trustee Gentry to approve Ordinance No. 632, an Ordinance Repealing and
Readopting Section V of Chapter XIV of the Eaton Municipal Code concerning the Eaton Cemetery. Motion carried 4-0.

* Rules & Regulations — Clerk Winter and Attorney Rocklin — ITA LaVanchy has authority to approve by signature.

9. Utility Rate Study Bid Memo & Approval — Northern Engineering, Brad Curtis presented a request to approve Raftelis of
Greenwood Village, CO to develop financial plans for a 10-year study period, on rate and fee adjustments for 2024 through
2034 to generate sufficient revenue to fund annual operations, maintenance, and capital improvements, meet annual revenue
requirements, sustain adequate cash reserves, provide appropriate debt service coverage, and encourage water conservation.
The project budget was estimated to be $100,000 which included a $20,000 grant. Costs are to be distributed amongst the three
Enterprise Funds: Water, Sewer, and Irrigation. Staff is requesting the Board’s approval to accept Raftless’ Utility Rate Study
bid of $73,513 and authorization to expend up to $75,000 on the project as needed. Motion made by Trustee Griffith, seconded
by Trustee Ledall to approve Raftless’ Utility Rate Study bid of $73,513 with authorization to expend up to $75,000 on the
project as needed. Motion carried 5-0.

10. Water Use/Dedication for Development — Northern Engineering, Brad Curtis presented a memorandum on water use and
dedication for development with the background and historical water use to reach a recommended water dedication for single
family residents with non-potable and without non-potable as follows:

Use Water Allocation
Potable Irrigation
Single Family Res. up to 3,000 SF lawn 0.50 AF
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10. Water Use/Dedication for Development Continued
Use Water Allocation
Per additional 1,000 sq ft of lawn 0.05 AF
Non-Potable Irrigation

Mutltifamily Case by Case/TBD
Commercial and Industrial Case by Case

Allowable water supply is Colorado Big Thompson (CBT) and North Poudre Irrigation Company (NPIC). Other water supplies
should be evaluated on a case-by-case basis. The Town is 100% dependent on the North Weld County Water District
(NWCWD) for their potable water, therefore any water supply considered should be able to be treated at NWCWD’s Solider
Canyon Water Treatment Plant. Staff will continue to pursue with a plan and present a code draft in March, to update the
municipal code with the new water allocation as an industrial standard.

In the past the Town would process Eaton Housing Authority's payroll for several employees
and accounts payable, collected rents, maintained the general ledger, submitted all forms to
HUD and PERA as a governmental agency. In 2022 Senior Housing Options, a non-profit
organization who specializes in handling HUD housing projects, took over the duties of the
majority of payroll, Accounts payable collecting rent and handling the HUD forms.

Since Senior Housing Options is a nonprofit their auditing procedures differ from the Town’s
and local municipalities. Eaton Housing Authority brings in less than $750,000 in rent & HUD
subsidiaries and they do not spend over $750,000 in expenses the recommendation from our
auditors is to file an audit exemption.

Anderson & Whitney will still review our bank account and any transactions EHA has paid. They
are also reviewing information from Senior Housing Options. They will be explaining audit
exemption form that needs to go to the state and give a synopsis of their current findings on
March 16™. Attached is the Audit Exemption.

DESCRIPTION

Staff is seeking guidance from the Board on the current expansion project and future funding of the
cemetery.

The Town of Eaton published an RFP and received three competitive bids for the Cemetery Expansion
Phase I. See attached memo from Northern Engineering on the bids.

The Cemetery is a department within the General Fund and is subsidized to meet its operational and
capital needs.

SUMMARY

The Cemetery Expansion Phase | has been identified as a priority project and planning began in 2021. A
waterline extension project was completed in 2022 at a cost of $148,530. As part of the expansion, new
electrical service was required and cost $27,328 to serve a new booster station to support water pressure
for the Phase | as well as future irrigation improvements to the existing cemetery as funding allows to
ultimately eliminate flood irrigation. Additionally, a subdivision plat is being processed to mirror the existing
layout including two columbarium. The lowest bid for the phase | expansion was $496,759 exceeding the
project budget by $246,759. Staff would need to verify with contractors interest and ability to complete the
project before the fall as some materials and equipment had significant lead times.

The Town, in discussion with the bidding contractors, heard the costs are higher than originally estimated
because construction projects are taking precedence and there are continued supply chain issues.

The Town of Eaton subsidizes the cemetery through general fund revenue. The cemetery is budgeted to
generate $73,900 in revenue and is budgeted to expend $534,353 of which $290,000 is budgeted for capital
expenditures.

The cemetery has a limited number of plots remaining. At the time of this memo there are approximately 90
ground plots, 9 columbarium plots and 49 cremation garden plots.

KEY POINTS
e Cemetery is subsidized by the General Fund
o Lowest bid exceeded budget by around $250,000
o There is a need to expand the cemetery and modernize irrigation as flood irrigation is time
consuming for staff.

COST & BUDGET
Awarding the Cemetery Expansion Phase I project will reduce General Fund projected reserves by
$250,000 bringing the projected fund balance at the end of 2023 to $3,210,322.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends awarding the contract per Northern’s recommendation.

Staff also recommends the Board reviews possible other funding structures for the Eaton Cemetery.

HISTORY/ BACKGROUND: The Project is in Eaton, CO at the Eaton Cemetery. The project is for the construction
of a new booster pump station, columbarium foundation, rough grading, and installation of gravel access roads
in the Phase | expansion area. Funding for the project will be through the Town.

On January 20, 2023, a Request for Bids (RFB) for construction of the Eaton Cemetery Expansion Phase | was
published in BidNet. On January 25, 2023, a voluntary Prebid meeting was held virtually. Town staff and several
bidders attended to ask questions for clarification. Two (2) Addendums were issued. One on January 26, 2023,
and the other on February 3, 2023. The Town received three (3) sealed bids:

Coyote Ridge Construction, Johnstown, CO $496,759.00*
American West, Denver, CO $596,468.00
Western States Reclamation, Fredrick, CO $600,153.60

*(Bid corrected due to math error to $496,758.62)

Subject to the Board's approval, the Project is scheduled to begin in March 2023, and be substantially completed
by September 2023. However, with continued supply chain delays, certain critical components may be delayed
dependent on variables beyond the control of the Town and/or Contractor.

The Town is also in the process of working with Xcel Energy for providing the necessary power to the proposed
Booster Pump Station location. Since the original request in Sept 2022, Xcel has recently submitted a
construction cost estimate and agreement to provide the requested improvements, These improvements are
estimated at $30,000.

ACTION REQUESTED:

In conjunction with Town staff, the bids were evaluated on fairness, accuracy, and completeness of the
submittal, experience, understanding of the project, schedule, and cost. Staff is requesting Council’s approval to
accept Coyote Ridge Construction’s bid to construct the Eaton Cemetery Expansion Phase | for $496,758.62
(corrected Bid ) and for authorization to expend up to $500,000.00 on the project as needed. Upon Board
approval, a Notice of Award will be issued to the Contractor and utilize the Town's standard Construction
Contract, as reviewed and approved by the Interim Town Administrator and Town Attorney, for said services.

TITLE/SUBJECT: Ordinance No. 633, an Ordinance Adding Section 10-4-14 to the Eaton
Municipal Code Concerning the Sale or Distribution of Tobacco Products to Persons under
Twenty-One Years of Age

DESCRIPTION: For consideration is Ordinance No. 633, an Ordinance Adding Section 10-4-14
to the Eaton Municipal Code Concerning the Sale or Distribution of Tobacco Products to Persons
under Twenty-One Years of Age.

SUMMARY: Section IV of Chapter X of the Eaton Municipal Code (“Code™) concerns, among
other matters, offenses against the public order. State law prohibits the sale or distribution of
tobacco or tobacco products to persons under twenty-one (21) years of age. The Eaton Police
Department recommends that the Town Board add a related regulation to the Code to prohibit the
sale or distribution of tobacco and tobacco products to persons under twenty-one (21) years of age.
C.R.S. Section 29-30-101 allows the Town to adopt such ordinance.

KEY POINTS: Section 10-4-14 of the Code would prohibit the sale or distribution of tobacco
products to any person under twenty-one (21) years of age.

ORDINANCE NO. 633

AN ORDINANCE ADDING SECTION 10-4-14 TO THE EATON
MUNICIPAL: CODE CONCERNING THE SALE OR
DISTRIBUTION OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS TO PERSONS
UNDER TWENTY-ONE YEARS OF AGE

WHEREAS, the Town of Eaton, Colorado (“Town”) is a municipal corporation duly
organized and existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of Colorado; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of Trustees (“Town Board™) is vested with authority to
administer the affairs of the Town; and

WHEREAS, Section IV of Chapter X of the Eaton Municipal Code concerns, among
other matters, offenses against the public order; and

WHEREAS, state law prohibits the sale or distribution of tobacco and tobacco products
to persons under twenty-one (21) years of age; and

WHEREAS, the Eaton Police Department recommends that the Town Board add a
related regulation to the Eaton Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board hereby finds, determines and declares that this Ordinance
is promulgated under the general police power of the Town, that it is promulgated for the
preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare and that this Ordinance is in the best
interests of the citizens of the Town.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF
TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF EATON, COLORADO, THAT:

Section 1. Section 10-4-14. Section IV of Chapter X of the Eaton Municipal Code is
hereby amended to include Section 10-4-14, which shall read as follows:

Sec. 10-4-14. Unlawful furnishing of tobacco products to persons under twenty-one years of
age; retail sales.

(a) As used in this Section, the following words or phrases are defined as follows:

Retailer means any person who sells tobacco products to individuals for personal
consumption.

Tobacco product means: (1) a product that contains nicotine or tobacco or is derived
from tobacco and is intended to be ingested or inhaled by or applied to the skin of an
individual; or (2) any device that can be used to deliver tobacco or nicotine to the



person inhaling from the device, including but not limited to a nicotine vaporizer, an
electronic cigarette, cigar, cigarillo or pipe.

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person to sell, distribute or otherwise furnish a tobacco product
to a person under twenty-one (21) years of age.

(¢) It shall be rebuttably presumed that the substance within a package or container is a tobacco
product if the package or container has affixed to it a label which identifies the package or
container as containing a tobacco product.

(d) Each retailer shall verify by means of photographic identification containing the bearer’s
date of birth that a person purchasing a tobacco product is twenty-one (21) years of age or
older. It shall be an affirmative defense to a prosecution under this Section that the person
furnishing the tobacco product was presented with and reasonably relied upon photographic
identification containing the bearer’s date of birth which identified the person receiving the
tobacco product as being twenty-one (21) years of age or older.

(e) It shall be unlawful for any business proprietor, manager or other person in charge or
control of a retail business of any kind to engage, employ or permit any person under
eighteen (18) years of age to sell tobacco products from such retail business.

() It shall be unlawful for a retailer to sell or offer to sell tobacco products by use of a vending
machine or other coin operated machine.

Section 2. Severability. If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect
the constitutionality or validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. The Town Board
hereby declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each part or parts hereof
irrespective of the fact that any one part or parts be declared unconstitutional or invalid.

. Section 3. Effective Date and Publication. This Ordinance shall be effective thirty
(30) days after its publication. The Town Clerk shall certify the date of publication and such
certification shall be maintained with the original of this Ordinance. The Town Clerk shall make
not less than three copies of the adopted Town Code available for inspection by the public during
regular business hours.

PROJECT: Town of Eaton Roundabout Proposed Street Lighting
Eaton, CO

PROJECT NO. 1127-823:5T23-00 [RAB Lighting Analysis]

Per February Board direction, we have reached out to several electrical engineering firms regarding assistance in
the design and analysis for proposed street lighting for the roundabout (RAB) to provnde improved nighttime
visibility as well as safeguard both vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

After an on-site meeting with representatives from Xcel, we were advised that they will not permit lighting on
any of the existing poles. Also, the following items were discussed and will need to be determined before they
can provide any construction costs and begin to schedule any work:

1. The number of poles for the entire intersection.

2. Thetype of pole that best fits the needs of the project.

3. Thelamp wattage and type.

4. Determine how streetlights are to be billed (metered or flat rate).
5. An evaluation of the existing infrastructure that can be utilized.

Scope and initial fees were requested to include, but not be limited to, evaluation, coordination, and design of a
cost-effective solution to street lighting of the existing RAB:

1. Site Analysis/Options;

2. Coordination with Town and Xcel;

3. Construction Documents (layout, pole base design, details, etc); and
4. Construction Administration.

Based on three (3) informal quotes, the scope and fees are anticipated to be between $5,000-$10,000 to then
allow Xcel to provide their design and cost estimate for the materials and power supply to the project.

We recommend securing an Electrical Engineer to analyze and provide a street lighting model that will meet
industry standards and determine the most cost-efficient solution required for this project. It is our belief that
looking at the long-term solution outweighs any benefits that a temporary or short-term solution would provide.

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EATON MUNICIPAL COURT
SCHEDULE OF FINES, COSTS AND FEES

This Schedule of Fines, Costs and Fees is authorized and published pursuant to Court
order and shall be prominently posted where fines may be paid pursuant to Colorado Municipal
Court Rule 210(b)(5). Pursuant to C.R.S. §13-10-113(1), the Eaton Municipal Court is a court of
record and, for general offenses, any person convicted of violating a Municipal Ordinance may
be incarcerated for a period of not to exceed 364 days, fined an amount not to exceed $2,650, or
both on each charge.

Unless prohibited by this order, the Town, through its law enforcement and code
enforcement officers, is authorized to issue penalty assessment notices for violations of Eaton
Municipal Ordinances and the Court Clerk, or other such persons designated by the Court, is
authorized to accept payment for such notices according to this schedule of fines in lieu of court
appearance. Except when a mandatory court appearance is required, any person charged with a
violation may pay the designated fine and surcharge for the charged violation prior to the date
and time set for the first appearance.

A. Penalty assessments: A person may pay, at the office of the Court Clerk, the fine and
surcharge for specific violations as shown in sections C. and D. below prior to his or her
scheduled first court appearance (arraignment). Notwithstanding the foregoing, the following
violations may NOT be paid early without court appearance:

¢ Violations involving personal injury or appreciable property damage;

e Violations not listed on this schedule;

e Violations allegedly committed by a Defendant who is under 18 years of age; or

e Non-traffic violations allegedly committed by a Defendant who has been convicted of a

similar offense within one (1) year.

B. Costs, surcharge. and fees: In addition to fines for any violation, the Court may assess the
following costs and fees as applicable:

Northern Colorado and Southern Wyoming Transit Feasibility Study including MPO, CDOT, WYDOT

Proposed Service plan after much discussion is 12 round trip routes weekdays and 8 round trip routes weekends from
Cheyenne to Fort Collins with Annual gross operating cost of $1,554,000. Still looking for more ways to fund this
proposal.

The 2050 RTP continues to be updated to reflect the 10year list of the regions priorities. The list is 3 tiered for roadway,
non motorized and transit. Council’s priorities remain, I-25, US34, US85, US287, SH14 and SH392.

Front Range Passenger Rail conversations with Amtrak, New Mexico and Wyoming are still trying to identify the route
and cost estimates with hopes for a completed plan by 2024.
